Maine DEP is coordinating another year of Erosion Control training for lo-
cal contractors.  Excavation contractors working in the shoreland zone af-
ter January 1, 2013, must have someone on-site who is DEP certified to supervise the work. 
Only about 740 individuals in the state are currently certified and there are about 900 construc-
tion companies. DEP would like to work with municipalities or SWCD’s to do such train-
ing.  DEP needs a minimum of 15 participants and a meeting room to hold a program.  There is 
no charge except for the $20 per person materials fee to be paid by registrants.

Losses of managed honey bee colonies nationwide totaled 33.8 percent from all causes from 
October 2009 to April 2010, according to a survey conducted by the Apiary Inspectors of Amer-
ica <http://www.apiaryinspectors.org/ . Beekeepers identified starvation, poor weather, and 
weak colonies going into winter as the top reasons for mortality in their operations. 
This is an increase from overall losses of 29 percent reported from a similar survey covering 
the winter of 2008-2009, and similar to the 35.8 percent losses for the winter of 2007-2008.

Growing Cover Crops  on crop fields is a beneficial practice for numerous rea-
sons.  Even if you do not grow acres of grain or animal feed, there are advan-
tages to cover crops. These include:  erosion control, increased soil organic mat-
ter, promotion of biological nitrogen fixation, weed suppression, soil moisture management, increase 
soil biodiversity and reducing soil compaction.   
 On the Kennebec District website  www.kcswcd.org   is a more thorough article discussing winter cover 
crops in central Maine. This is just an overview. 
 Winter Cover crops are either sown after harvest or when the crop is growing (interseeding). Your soils 
or seedbed shall be adequate to ensure seed/soil contact in order for the seeds to germinate  In the 
field small grain cover crops may be established after harvest by either broadcasting the seed followed 
by light disking, or by using a grain drill. 
Cover and green manure crops are plowed, disked under, or killed as late as feasible to maximize plant 
biomass production, allowing time needed to prepare the field for plantingthe next crop, unless no tilled. 
(Caution: Winter cereal grains may produce a large volume of carbonaceous material in the soil that 
may tie up nitrogen for the following crop.)  Common cover crops include Ryegrass, Annual on Peren-
nial; Spelt, winter annual ;Wheat, winter annual; Triticale, winter annual ; Barley, winter annual; or Oats. 
Interseeding a cover crop into an existing crop such as corn has been successful in Maine. Most often 
recommended for this purpose is annual ryegrass. Seed by September 15th. 
The key to successful seeding is to get the seed in contact with moist soil, and keep it moist through 
germination and root establishment. Often seeding can be combined with a final cultivation, providing 
optimum seed/soil contact.  The ryegrass will mature slowly throughout the growing season. After crop 
harvest it will grow vigorously once exposed to sunlight, and will form a dense, vegetated cover to pro-
tect the soil over the winter.

Without 
you, we may not have had a 2010 Edition. 

Some of you may know that a number of the USDA 
service centers have planted community gardens. 
Here in Augusta we have a pretty bad site for a gar-
den i.e. we have little to no soil.  As a result a num-
ber of staff arranged with our landlords to construct 
a couple of ‘raised beds’ [thank you Xandy for the 
rough cut lumber] and we mixed our own ‘seeding 
medium’ from topsoil and compost [see the compost 
being added at right].

The 
second picture at right was taken the first week in July, about 
one month after planting. Clearly the boxes are not going to be 
big enough. The cucumbers and squash will be directed out of 
the boxes.

It must be the great soil 
conditions, warm to hot weather and, naturally, the marvelous 
care we are providing the garden. 
All of us note that our own gardens at home are not doing as 
well as this one. Maybe it is all the good psychic energy staff are 
providing this garden. Most of us are awaiting the first tomatoes. 
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Big news…  Maine Farm Days is being hosted 
in Androscoggin County. This year’s Maine 
Farm Days is at the Barker Farm in Leeds, 
Maine. Once again it will be held on a Friday 
and Saturday. It is the same weekend as the Balloon Festival in Auburn. Folks can 
watch a balloon launch in the morning and then go out to the Barker farm to experience the 
“farm extravaganza”  
The event is free for the public to attend and see how a working farm goes about its busi-
ness. There are tents full of folks with information about agricultural products, supplies and 
services. A field full of equipment is on display for people to marvel at. They even have the 
opportunity to witness demonstrations of how most of the equipment works. Food is avail-
able. One tent is devoted entirely to children’s activities. Adults are really just big kids, right? 
Wagon tours are designed and organized by the Androscoggin NRCS office to provide peo-
ple with a guided tour and explanation of how all the parts of the farm work. 
This is an opportunity for people to visit a working dairy farm. Currently the Barker’s milk 
about 110 cows. They also manage the farm’s woodlands with an emphasis on wildlife habi-
tat. The Barker’s last hosted a Maine Farm Days Exposition about ten years ago. Come out 
and see what has changed. It is an opportunity to come and see how a large farm produces 
all of that agricultural “stuff”.  You will learn that it is a lot more than just taking care of the 
cows.

GRAVEL ROAD  
MAINTENANCE MANUAL  

A Guide for Landowners on 
Camp and Other Gravel Roads 

Both SWCD’s will be taking part in the National As-
sociation of Conservation District [NACD] regional 
conference being hosted here in Maine. That con-
ference and our State summer meeting is being 
held from August 8-11 in Portland. 
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The Kennebec District 

was nominated for the  Philip C. Hastings Award this spring. 
The award goes to an individual or organization for their exem-
plary work in advancing the mission and principals of Efficiency 
Maine i.e. Energy Conservation. We were acknowledged at the 
awards ceremony on June 10th.  
We want to congratulate the Westbrook School Department for 
winning this year. They were awarded for their energy conser-
vation efforts including both the school facilities and curriculum 
work with students.

In late April the Maine Forest Service had received re-
ports of late-spring frost damage to some sensitive orna-
mental plants and to new growth on some tree species. 
 

The long period of warm spring weather likely has contributed to the injury by allowing tender 
young growth to be exposed earlier than usual, according to William Ostrofsky, MFS forest pa-
thologist. “Fortunately, frost damage is expected to be of little long-term consequence to forest 
trees,” Ostrofsky noted. The frost conditions may have caused a serious reduction in the pro-
duction of apples and some other fruits as well, he said. 
Plant species as diverse as apples; Andromeda, a kind of evergreen shrub; bamboo, or Japa-
nese knotweed; American beech; ashes; oaks; and maples have been damaged in widely 
scattered locations throughout the state, he said. 
Damage to beech and maple has been observed in Andover, North Surplus and Pownal, the 
forest pathologist said. Damage to oaks has been observed in Kennebec County and also in 
the Skowhegan and Norridgewock areas. 
Symptoms of frost 
damage included wilt-
ing and a water-
soaked or translucent 
appearance of leaves 
and shoots after thaw-
ing. A blackening of 
the affected plant tis-
sues within a day or so after the freezing event was common. 
Trees can re-foliate and shoots often recover after being killed back. Tree seed production – 
for example, acorns on oaks -- may be reduced, however, in localized areas or on individual 
trees. 
The Maine Forest Service will issue a full “Conditions Report” on Maine trees . Those inter-

Biosurveillance: Using a native wasp to monitor for emerald ash borer Cerceris 
fumipennis, a native non-stinging wasp, can help entomologists with early detection 
of the destructive exotic emerald ash borer. This ground-dwelling wasp provisions 
its nests with buprestid beetles, including emerald ash borer when present. In 
Maine, Cerceris can only be found during the months of July and August, although 
it emerges earlier further south.
